Shareholders

On behalf of the Board of Directors of the National Film
Development Corporation Ltd., (NFDC), | am happy to present a
report on NFDC for the F. Y. 2020-21.

The F.Y.2020-21 has been effected adversely due to the Covid
19 pandemic. Still the NFDC was able to reduce its losses and
make profit as compared to the F. Y. 2019-20 by controlling and
bringing down the expenditure. NFDC hopes to make profit in the
F. Y. 2021-22 also.

Under the scheme of, “Development, Communication and
Dissemination of Filmic Content”, of the Ministry of Information
& Broadcasting NFDC aspires to support and drive the Scheme
for the first time Filmmakers as well as help in Co-production of
emerging national & international filmmakers.

1. Manipuri film Josephki Macha directed by Shri Haobam
Paban Kumar is under pre-production.

2. Telugu film Korangi Nunchi (Who Will Marry Thomas?)
directed by the first time director Mr.K Jayadev the shooting
of film has been completed and the film is under post-
production.

3. Bengali film Chhaad (The Terrace) directed by the first time
director Ms.Indrani Chakrbarti the shooting of film has been
completed and the film is under post-production.

4. Film “Bangabandhu” an Indo Bangladesh Coproduction on
the life of Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, the father of the nation of
Bangladesh, under Audio Visual Co-Production Agreement
between the Republic of India and the People’s Republic of
Bangladesh. NFDC and BFDC are the Executive Producers.
The film is being directed by eminent Director Shyam
Benegal.

Due to COVID-19 Pandemic, the filming commenced from 21st
January, 2021 in Mumbai and completed on 2nd April 2021. 80%
shooting of the film has been completed. Editing and VFX of the
film is under progress.

Distribution department was formed as a dynamic mechanism
strategically structured to break into new age digital and non-
digital traditional markets across the world. It has been successful
in taking its cinema to audiences and earning revenues for its
theme-based niche content. Department syndicates a catalogue
of over 100 fiims (Regional & Hindi), it includes premium &
marquee films that have won National and International Awards
& recognitions at all major festivals. During 2020-21 the below
mentioned activities were carried out.

In the Domestic Circuit, distribution department has formalized
deals with the DTH provider Tata Sky Ltd for SVOD 60 & DTH
25 films for a period of 12 months, collaborated with IN10
Media’s EPIC ON platform for a period of 18 months for SVOD
rights worldwide and further facilitated the films Gandhi (Hindi
& English), Gandhi Se Mahatma Tak (Hindi & English) for
commemorating 150th Birth Anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi
between 23-29 Sept 2020 on Doordarshan Bharati Channel.

In the Exports, the department accomplished successful deals
with MUBI, a UK based SVOD OTT platform for NFDC’s 35
library titles for a period of 18 months. Further, collaborated with
International Film Festival of Rotterdam (IFFR)’s Unleashed
platform for the film Uski Roti for a period of three years for TVOD
rights and formalized a deal with Yupp TV, USA for NFDC’s 93
library titles during 2020-21

v. Facilitated Lockdown Film Festival 2020 short films for free
on the platform & kept the people entertained and engaged
during the pandemic.

Film Markets — Participated at 24th Hong Kong International
Film & TV Market FILMART online between 26th - 29th August
2020, attended 72nd Marche du Film — Festival De Cannes
Online between 22nd — 26th June 2020 and also attended 71st
Berlinale — European Film Market Online that was held online
from 1st - 5th March 2021. Department attended panel sessions
scouted for International partnerships for NFDC’s award winning
film catalogue & promoted NFDC'’s official OTT platform across
the film markets.

iii. Wheel Chair (1994) Dir: Tapan Sinha & Hemanter Pakhi
(2001) Dir: Urmi Chakraborty were screened on 15th January
2021 at the 26th edition of Kolkata International Film Festival
2021 (KIFF).

iv. Ghare Baire (1985), Dir : Satyajit Ray, was screened on
10th October 2020 at Museum of Modern Art, Louisiana,
Denmark as part of Copenhagen Architecture Film Festival
2020.

5 International applications were received/processed in FY
20-21. While the pandemic adversely affected the number
of international projects coming into the country, the FFO
reached out to producers across India. As a result, 45 domestic
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applications (including those meant for ASI and Railways) were
received on the FFO portal since April 2020.

FFO compiled & disseminated the COVID 19 Filming Guidelines
of the States. FFO worked with Uttarakhand, MP, HP, Manipur
and Rajasthan in helping them frame their COVID 19 shooting
guidelines and also contributed to Ministry’s COVID 19
Prevention guidelines.

An Online Workshop of State Nodal Officers was organised
under the chairmanship of Additional Secretary, Ministry of I1&B
towards single window facilitation in States

124 Indian Missions appointed Nodal Officers for facilitation of
Film (F) Visa and for promoting India as a filming destination.
FFO branding hyperlinked to FFO web portal is now available
in these Missions and a page on ‘Applying for Visa’has been
created on the FFO portal.

Integration with Ministry of Railways was accomplished
successfully with development of an online Railways application
form on FFO web portal, which enables a filmmaker to apply
and get permission in Railways properties. A workshop was
also organized with CPROs of the Ministry of Railways (MoR)
regarding the Railways Filming Application developed by the
FFO.

A Recee application form was launched on the FFO web portal
for both the international and domestic applicants looking at
conducting a recce in any State of India.

List of Producers who have successfully done co-productions
with international filmmakers and Line producers who have
executed 2 or more international productions since 2016 were
added on the FFO portal.

Sikkim was adjudged the winner of Most Film Friendly State
(MFFS) Award 2019, given under the aegis of National Film
Awards by an eminent jury chaired by acclaimed filmmaker Shri
Shaji Karun and comprising of renowned filmmakers Shri Ravi
Kottarakara, Smt. Manju Borah, Shri Firdausul Hasan and Shri
Abhishek Shah.

The first and major schedule of the film was successfully
completed in Mumbai, India, despite the extremely difficult
situation of the COVID pandemic. The film shot in the first
schedule, about 70-80% of the entire film is currently under
post-production, i.e., Editing, VFX, CG and DI work.

The shooting of balance part of the film by way of real
locations i.e. exteriors etc., in Bangladesh particularly
crowd scenes, election scenes, Tejgoan airport, war
scenes at Chit Goan port, Dhaka University Campus and
Dhaka Hospital etc.

The second schedule is being planned for shooting in
Dhaka, Chittagong and other parts of Bangladesh in
October-November 2021 (tentatively) subject to Covid 19
situation. Pre-production for the second schedule is going
on in full swing.

It is planned that the film will be ready for release on 17th
March 2022 to mark 102nd Birth Anniversary of Sheikh
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Mujibur Rahman. However, the completion of the project
depends upon various factors such as nature and present
Covid situation.

5.2 Preview Theatre

Preview Theatre at Mumbai and Chennai have kept
its commitments to provide improved services to
CBFC and private parties in order to increase monthly
screenings. NFDC in collaboration with Government of
Tamil Nadu has established a state of the art preview
theatre and home theatre for screening of films for
production companies, CBFC, film industry associations,
embassies, educational institutions, corporate offices
etc., During the year 2020-21, 141 films were screened
in the Tagore Film Centre.

5.3 Skill Development & Training
National Film Development Corporation Ltd has been
conducting training in various technical trades pertaining
to film making in the Chennai regional office since 2005
and has trained and placed nearly 17,000 candidates.

5.6 Film Facilitation Office (FFO)

. Overview of the Film Facilitation Office

Over the last five years, the FFO has been able to
successfully create a single window permission facilitation
mechanism for both international and domestic filmmakers.
A cohesive ecosystem of Nodal officers has been established
in key Central Government Ministries/Departments as well
as across 36 State Governments. The ecosystem of Nodal
Officer has integrated with the FFO to ensure ease of
filming across India. Since 2016, 115 international projects
(Feature Films, TV/Web shows and series) from across 27
countries were accorded permissions to film in India. Out
of the 115 international projects, 81 completed shooting in
India and data on money spent was received informally from
68 projects which shows that an amount of approximately
3402.49 crores was spent in India and over 29,000 people
were employed in these productions.

Activities for FY 2020-21

(1) Processing of International & Domestic Applications

While the pandemic adversely affected the number of
international projects coming into the country, the FFO
reached out to producers across India. This created an
awareness of its online facilitation services.

5 International applications were received/processed in
FY 20-21, namely Mia and Me - The Hero of Centopia
(Animated Feature Film - Indo - German Co-Production),
90 days Fiancé {Season 2021}, The Battle for Bengal
(Film), What’s Love Got to Do With It (Film) and Once Upon
a Time in Bollywood — Dance and Fight (Film).

ii. 45 domestic applications (including those meant for ASI

and Railways) were received on the FFO portal since April
2020. Some of the mentionable names are Hindi Feature
Film Jersey by Brat Films, Badhaai Do by Junglee Pictures,
Tejas by RSVP Films, TV show/series by Roy Kapur
Production, Punch Beat 2 by Balaji Telefilms, and Telugu
Feature Film Working Title MNR by Guru Films.

FFO also facilitated the Tamil feature film Soorarai Pottru
starring the popular Tamil Star Suriya, by way of expediting
their No Objection Certificate (NOC)/permission from
the Indian Air Force (IAF). The film thus released on its
scheduled date of 30th October 2020, on Amazon Prime
Video.

Compilation & Dissemination of COVID
Guidelines of the States

19 Filming

FFO has worked with the States of Madhya Pradesh,
Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Manipur and Rajasthan in
helping them frame the post COVID 19 shooting guidelines.
COVID related filming guidelines have also been framed
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by Andhra Pradesh, Goa, Karnataka, Maharashtra and
Telangana. The FFO also contributed towards the Guiding
Principles and SOP on preventive measures for Media
Production to contain the spread of COVID-19, which was
released by the Ministry Information and Broadcasting on
23rd August 2020. These are available on www.ffo.gov.in
as well as in the State pages.

Online Workshop of Nodal Officers towards single window
facilitation in States

The FFO organized an online Workshop/Session of the
State Nodal Officers with regards to integrating with the FFO
Web Portal on 26th August 2020 under the chairmanship
of Add. Secretary, Ministry of I&B. In the meeting in which
25 States participated, it was emphasized to tap the
maximum advantages of single window facilitation system
of the FFO by the States to ease filming and enhance
India’s positioning in the global market as an ideal filming
destination by developing and integrating the State Portal
with FFO.

Integration with 124 Indian Missions abroad in collaboration
with the MEA

124 Indian Missions have appointed Nodal Officers for
facilitation of Film (F) Visa and for promoting India as a
filming destination. FFO branding hyperlinked to FFO
web portal is e now available in these Missions. A page
on ‘Applying for Visa’has been created on the FFO portal
https://www.ffo.gov.in/en/permissions/fim-visa and a
hyperlink https://indianvisaonline.gov.in/has been added in
the dashboard of the international filmmakers in the FFO
portal to ease the process. Since 2016 1150+ F Visas have
been issued.

Integration with Ministry of Railways to create a Single
Window filming mechanism

The FFO organized a workshop with the CPROs of the
Ministry of Railways (MoR) regarding the Railways Filming
Application developed by the FFO on 30th December
2020. The Workshop aimed to familiarize the CPROs/Zonal
officers with the online application system for accepting
filming permission requests from both international and
domestic producers. A draft press release highlighting the
integration has been sent to the Railways for their approval
and it shall be submitted to the Ministry of I&B subsequently.

FFO Web Portal Integration

The FFO is working with various State Governments such as
Maharashtra, Uttarakhand, Jharkhand, Himachal Pradesh,
Andhra Pradesh and key Central Government Agencies
such as the Animal Welfare Board of India (AWBI) towards
online integrations. Such integration will enable the user/
applicant to be redirected to the State/AWBI portal from the
FFO portal thus creating a single window mechanism for
filmmakers.

Participation at Virtual Cannes Film Market 2020

The FFO participated in the 2020 edition of the Virtual
Cannes Film Market (Marche du Film) from 22 — 26
June 2020 online, in an endeavor to continue its efforts
to promote India as preferred filming destination with an
advertising campaign as well as direct engagement with
key stakeholders, including producers/production houses
that were present for the market.

The States were
able to showcase their locations, engage with each other
and also meet with producers at Film Bazaar. One on
one meetings were also held with their Nodal Officers to
discuss the way forward for online integration with the FFO
web portal.

Regional Outreach - “Eastern India Sammelan” 22nd

of filming related services delivered through the FFO, the
single window clearance and facilitation mechanism set up
by the Ministry within NFDC and enhance the awareness
of the Ministry of 1&B’s Film in India initiative across India
for domestic filmmakers. Acclaimed filmmakers (Directors/
Producers), Industry professionals and thought leaders of
the film fraternity as well as celebrities from the Media &
Entertainment industry participated.

Selection of the Most Film Friendly State (MFFS) 2019

Under the aegis of National Film Awards, an eminent jury
chaired by acclaimed filmmaker Shri Shaji Karun and
comprising of renowned filmmakers Shri Ravi Kottarakara,
Smt. Manju Borah, Shri Firdausul Hasan and Shri Abhishek
Shah declared the recipient of this award. Subsequent to
the detailed analysis and discussions of the applications
received from 13 States, the Jury unanimously conferred
the award for the Most Film Friendly State 2019 to the
State of Sikkim.

5.7 Film Bazaar

Organized by the National Film Development Corporation
(NFDC), Film Bazaar is a platform exclusively created
to encourage collaboration between the international
and South Asian film fraternity. The Bazaar focuses
on discovering, supporting and showcasing South
Asian content and talent, in the realm of filmmaking,
production and distribution. A converging point for film
buyers and sellers from all over the world, the Bazaar
aims at facilitating sales of world cinema in the South
Asian region.
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NFDC Film Bazaar is the largest South Asian film
market organized alongside the International Film
Festival of India (IFFI), every year at the Marriott Resort,
Goa, India. Due to the unprecedented situation of the
COVID-19 pandemic it was decided that Film Bazaar
will be conducted virtually. The Bazaar was postponed
from its regular dates of November 20 — 24, 2020 to
January 16 — 21, 2021.

NFDC Film Bazaar and the Marché du Film have enjoyed
a long-standing association over the years. NFDC Film
Bazaar collaborated with Marché du Film Online for first
time. Marché du Film has shown keen interest in the
films that are at the stage of post-production (works-in-
progress) and looking for a sales agent, film festivals
and distribution.

The WIP Lab of NFDC Film Bazaar is a unique lab in
terms of its structure and mentoring which has evolved
as a result of feedback from filmmakers over the years.
It's very different from WIP Labs of other film market,
which only have a presentation of rough cuts in the form
of a pitch to sales agents and producers visiting the
market followed by meetings. WIP Lab at NFDC actually
shapes the final edit of the film through personalized
expert feedback and editing mentoring.

NFDC Film Bazaar Collaboration with Marché du Film
Online 2020 (Cannes film Festival) for Goes to Cannes.

Due to the unprecedented situation caused by the
COVID-19 pandemic, most of the international film
markets across the globe were conducted online,
starting with Marché du Film Online in June 2020
(June 22-26, 2020). It was conducted online and took
the shape of a closed industry space including virtual
booths and pavilions, meetings via video calls, online
screenings of films and presentations etc.

The following five work-in-progress films which were
part of NFDC Film Bazaar 2019 were selected for the

It was an honor for NFDC Film Bazaar to be officially
invited to be part of Marché du Film Online’s ‘Goes to
Cannes’Section. Marché du Film, Cannes, being the
world’s biggest film market offered to associate their
prestigious label with NFDC Film Bazaar and give
an official slot to Work-in-Progress projects from the
market, which validates and highlights the NFDC Film
Bazaar’s Global presence in the world of Film Markets.

Marché du Film & Film Bazaar collaboration included 1
Market screening — slots of 1hr 30 min (The slot was
utilized for the pitching of the above mentioned five
selected films which was presented by a moderator) + 12
hours catch-up at the online platform, NFDC Film Bazar
Goes to Cannes 2020 section in the Industry Program
Guide dedicated to Goes to Cannes, Access to one-
to-one meetings platform for the project holders, Logo
placement and branding of NFDC Film Bazaar — Partner
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of goes to Cannes program and all the communication
dedicated to Goes to Cannes (newsletters, website
page and Industry programs guide).

A pre-recorded pitch video link of maximum 1 hr 50
min was sent to Marché du Film for streaming it on
their platform from June 22-26, 2020. The pitch video
was streamed on June 23, 2020 at 12 noon all over the
world. Around 59 Producers/International Film Festivals/
Distributors/Sales Agents from across the continents
viewed the video.

NFDC Film Bazaar Online

Due to the unprecedented situation of the COVID-19
pandemic it was decided that Film Bazaar would be
conducted virtually. Film Bazaar was postponed from its
regular dates of November 20- 24, 2020 to January 16 —
21, 2021. A unique state of the art 3D virtual portal was
created for NFDC Film Bazaar Online, for delegates,
film makers, distributors, producers, sales agents from
across the world, which was well received around and
was a huge success. We made sure that the graphics
were intuitive enough to keep navigation as simple as
possible and we got a great user response from the
delegates. A total of 315 delegates logged in from 37
countries.

Film Bazaar has taken forward its valued partnership
with the French Embassy in India and the French
Institute this year. The French Embassy in India
presented The French Institute Award for one selected
project from the 21 selected Co-Production Market
projects. A new collaboration took place between the
Produire Au Sud (France) where a first-ever specially
curated 5 day preparatory workshop for Co- Production
Market selected participants was conducted by them.

The nature of the event required online streaming of
films, one on one meetings, virtual seminars etc. The
challenge was to create distributed platform architecture
for all its programmes online to achieve required
functionalities. This was achieved by integrating online
conferencing technologies, cloud based storage content
delivery networks, content streaming platforms for linear
live (store and play) live. For pre-event registration
and maintaining the back end database along with
usage analysis, we used Starbase Datakal as back end
platform. Zoom platform was used for online meeting
and mentoring sessions. Zoom has a track record of
being a very stable platform for virtual meetings and has
extended abilities to integrate with their programmable
APIs. Film Bazaar integrated Zoom for CPM meetings,
stalls as well as pre- event, Film offices, Work In
Progress (WIP) sessions was held online with Indian
film makers and mentors from other parts of the world
All the meetings were glitch free and users had great
experience in meetings and mentoring sessions. Only
during the 6 event days, cloud hosting was used to
stream the films over the digital platform for Viewing
Room software. Digital Rights Management (DRM)
was also implemented to secure the content streaming
for the viewing room. Viewing Room Module, films
in Industry Screenings module were streamed using
Microsoft Azure platform.

All the Film Bazaar sessions were held online namely
Co-production market, Work-in-Progress Lab, Viewing
Room, Knowledge Series, Film Offices, Stalls, Industry
Screenings.
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Co-production Market — The co-production market
aim to bring film professionals to enhance opportunities
for international co-productions. This year a total of
21 projects from 8 different countries — Bangladesh,
Canada, China, France, Nepal, Netherlands, India and
Sri Lanka were selected to pitch their projects at the
online film bazaar. The edition also saw the partnership
with Produire Au Sud through a specially curated
5-day preparatory workshop for selected 21 projects.
This year French Embassy in India in association with
French Institute present an award of Euros 5000 to one
selected project from the 21 selected co-production
project. Since this year Film Bazaar was online for the
open pitch the participants were asked to prepare a pre-
recorded 6-minute pitch video. All these pitch videos
were included in a pre-recorded open pitch video and
uploaded on the website.

Work-in-progress Lab — The WIP Lab gives selected
filmmakers a chance to screen the rough cut of their
film to an eminent panel of international advisors, which
include a film festival director, a film critic, producers
and editors. These advisors provide valuable feedback
on the edit with aim of helping the filmmaker achieve
an accomplished final cut of the film. This year 47 films
applied for the Work-in-Progress Lab out of which
5 projects were selected for the Lab. The Work-in-
Progress (WIP) Lab 2020 was a special online-only
edition of the Lab held from December 7-16, 2020 with
participants, mentors and the team, all logging on from
various places around the world, each from a different
time-zone. Despite these unique challenges, the online
WIP Lab was a huge success and the participating
filmmakers were ready with an almost finished edit for
the NFDC Film Bazaar Online, which took place from
January 16-21, 2021.

Viewing Room — The Viewing Room (VR) is a video
library platform to showcase films seeking finishing
funds, world sales, and potential distribution partners
and looking to travel to film festivals. This year viewing
room was organized virtually. It was the first time that
VR was accessible for 24 hours during the dates of the
Bazaar. It was accessible from 10.00 AM IST on January
16, 2021 up to 10.00 AM IST on January 22, 2021.
Delegates from any part of the world could log into watch
the films/film-clips. This year 193 films were presented
at the online edition of Film Bazaar. Out of which 19
films were presented as Film Bazaar Recommends.
Films were viewed on digital interface via the specially
designed online viewing Room Software. Microsoft
Azure took care of streaming the films in Viewing Room
(VR). Cloud hosting was used for 6 days of the bazaar
to stream the films over the digital platform.

Knowledge Series — Knowledge Series consisted of
specially curated presentations, lectures and panels
discussions with key decision makers and market
drivers of the film industry. This was done with specially
designed area on the digital interface, which used
integrated live streaming using Vimeo as CDN platform
and vMix as online vision mixing tool. Pre-recorded
session of the

Knowledge series were recorded in Chroma and later
added to the Virtual Knowledge series environment.
Total 18 sessions were held which included 11 pre-
recorded session and 7 live sessions.
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Stalls and Film Offices — This year a virtual 3D stall and
film offices were set up at the online Film Bazaar. Each
Virtual stall was equipped with functions like uploading
e-brochures and other promotional materials and could
conduct virtual meetings.

Industry Screenings — Industry screening is a platform
that gives an opportunity to the filmmakers to showcase
their films to a selected audience of international sales
agents, distributors, producers, film festival programmers
attending the market. The screenings were held virtually
through a specially designed software and interface for
the online Film Bazaar. Total 28 films were screened
which included 12 debut directors, 21 feature films, 7
short films in 8 different languages. Industry Screenings
films were available to watch for 24hrs as per the
screening schedule. This was to ensure the films were
available for delegates in any part of the world to watch
as per their local time zone.

The Co-production Agreement for the film “Bangabandhu” was

Department syndicates a catalogue of over 100
films (Regional & Hindi), it includes premium & marquee films
that have won National and International Awards & recognitions
at all major festivals.

NFDC has collaborated with the biggest channels/broadcasters
like Sony, Doordarshan for satellite syndication of its iconic
classics and Similarly, formalized deals with premium digital
platforms like MUBI UK, Yupp TV USA, EPIC ON & IFFR
Unleashed, Rotterdam for a SVOD (subscription-based video-
on-demand) partnership to uphold the niche content. And also
collaborated with India’s leading DTH platform Tata Sky India.

Cinemas of India OTT platform www.cinemasofindia.com aims
to align with the goals, mission & objectives of Government
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of India driven campaigns & be the single click platform to
represent independent cinema. Film Festivals are organized on
the platform commemorating the India’s National Festivals of
Independence Day, Republic Day, Gandhi Jayanti to imbibe a
sense of patriotism & nationalism across lengths and breadths of
India & for Indians abroad.

Distribution department continues its representation at all major
film markets across the globe and build brand NFDC across all
renowned markets such as Marche du Cannes, American Film
Market (AFM), European Film Market (EFM), Filmart (Hong
Kong) etc. and build great relationships with A-list festival
programmers, International sales agents/distributors of repute
and to scout for potential partnerships & content sales. NFDC
films have participated and won awards at several national and
international film festivals over the years. NFDC continuously
endeavors to break into non-traditional markets across the world
by leveraging film festivals and markets, which are critical and
central component of the International distribution network for its
catalogue.

Owing to the Covid-19 pandemic theatres & film screenings
across the world were restricted to function at full capacity. It was
an unfavorable situation to plan a theatrical release or festival
screenings given the circumstances. A unanimous decision
was taken to focus on digital syndication avenues to increase
audience engagement for NFDC content during this period.

3. Film Bazaar
NFDC Film Bazaar and Marché du Film Collaboration

» The Cannes Film Festival and Marché du Film is the largest
film festival and film market in the world that is held every
year in the month of May in Cannes, France. Due to the
unprecedented situation caused by the COVID-19 pandemic
world over, Cannes Film Festival was canceled and the
Marché du Film was shifted online in the month of June. The
Marché du Film Online took place from June 22-26, 2020.

+ NFDC Film Bazaar and the Marché du Film have enjoyed
a long-standing association over the years.This year for
the first time NFDC Film Bazaar has collaborated with the
Marché du Film Online in GOES TO CANNES session. This
particular session, which is a pitching session, showcases
films in post-production (works-in-progress) stage looking
for sales agent, film festivals programmes and distributors.
This year the 5 films from work-in-progress session of Film
Bazaar 2019 will be pitching online. A pre-recorded pitch
video link of maximum 1 hr 50 min had to be made and sent
to Marche du Film. The films are —

Film Bazaar 2020 — Online in Virtual 3D art format
Film Bazaar is South Asia’s Global Film Marketorganized by
National Film Development Corporation (NFDC) alongside
the International Film Festival of India (IFFI), every year at the
Marriott Resort, Goa, India. Film Bazaar is a platform exclusively
created to encourage collaboration between the International

and South Asian film fraternity. Film Bazaar aims at facilitating
the world sales for South Asian Cinema and Co-productions.

The focus is on discovering, supporting and showcasing South
Asian content and talent in the field of filmmaking, production
and distribution. Industry professionals from all over the world
attend in order to network and also learn about the upcoming
trends in business of cinema and to find other collaborations. It
has become a must-attend event for international sales agents,
producers, distributors, film festival programmers, Buyers and
film funds.

Due to the unprecedented situation of the COVID-19 pandemic
NFDC Film Bazaar was held virtually. The Bazaar was postponed
from its regular dates of November 20- 24, 2020 to January 16
— 21, 2021 for over a period of 6 days instead of 4 days as in
the physical format. A unique state of the art 3D virtual portal
was created for Film Bazaar Online which was very well received
around the world and was a huge success.

+ Various segments of Film Bazaar online —

% Co-production Market — is a curated platform for feature-
length fiction projects with South Asian themes to find
financial and artistic support. Every year, flmmakers with
projects selected for CPM get numerous avenues to connect
with Indian and international producers, distributors, sales
agents and financiers active in the field of co-production.
This year marked the beginning of a new collaboration
between the Produire Au Sud (France) Workshop with a
first-ever specially curated 5 day preparatory workshop for
Co-Production Market selected participants.

% Work In Progress Lab — for 5 selected projects — The
work in progress lab gives selected filmmaker a chance
to screen the rough cut of their film to an eminent panel of
international advisors, which include a film festival director,
producers, world sales agent and an editor. These advisors
provide valuable feedback on the edit with the aim of
helping filmmaker achieve an accomplished final cut of the
film. In 2020 it was a special online-only edition of the Lab
held from December 7-16, 2020 with participants, mentors
and the team, all logging on from various places around
the world, each from a different time-zone. The online WIP
Lab was a huge success and the participating filmmakers
were ready with an almost finished edit for the NFDC Film
Bazaar Online which took place from January 16-21, 2021.

% Viewing Room — It is a video library platform to showcase
films seeking for finishing funds, world sales, distribution
partners and film festivals. It is open for both feature-length,
documentary films as well as short fiction. The Viewing
Room allows access only to buyers, financiers, world sales
agents and festival programmers. Like all other segments
Viewing Room was also in virtual format. It was the first
time that Viewing Room was accessible for 24 hours during
the dates of the Bazaar. It was accessible from 10.00 am
IST on January 16, up to 10.00 am IST on January 22,
2021. Delegates from any part of the world could log into
watch the films/film-clips. To prevent the piracy of the films
these precautions were taken — a) Restricted access, b)
watermark- added security along with viewer ID on screen
as watermark c) Encryption- all the film-files were non-
downloadable and in an encrypted format, d) Reports of
the viewers - All applicants received a cumulative report
of every viewer of their film so that they know who viewed
their film via the Viewing Room software.

% Industry Screenings — Industry Screenings is a platform
at Film Bazaar that gives an opportunity to filmmakers/
producers to showcase their finished films to a select
audience of international sales agents, distributors, film
festival programmers attending the market. As the Bazaar
was held virtually the films were screened virtually through
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a specially designed software and the interface was open
screening room designed on the 3D art format. The films
were available to watch for 24hrs as per the screening
schedule and keeping in mind the different time zones
across the world. Each film was schedules once at Industry
screening segment. The facility of selecting the viewers
for every film was provided to respective film makers. Film
makers selected their own choice of audience.

x Film Offices and Stalls — State Governments from across

India participate in NFDC Film Bazaar every year with their
Film Offices to showcase their State as an excellent filming
destination and to acquaint the global film fraternity with the
incentives offered for filming in their respective jurisdiction.
The 3d art format specially made for stall and film office
had functions like show reel hosting, brochures & other
promotional documents. Facility to conduct meeting with
relevant state department person was also provided on the
platform. Zoom video conferencing platform was integrated
with every stall to conduct the meeting.

x Knowledge Series — consists of specially curated

presentations, lectures and panel discussions with key
decision-makers and market drivers of the film industry.
This was done with specially designed area on the digital
interface which used integrated live streaming using Vimeo.

4. Film Facilitation Office (FFO)

a)

Processing of International Applications - The onset of the
COVID-19 pandemic impacted filming activity across the
world halting film productions all over, and India was no
exception. It directly impacted the inflow of the number
of international projects looking to film in the country. 5
International applications were processed namely Mia and
Me - The Hero of Centopia (Animated Feature Film), 90
days Fiancé {2021} (TV Reality Show/Series), The Battle
for Bengal (Feature Film), What’s Love Got To Do With It
(Feature Film) and Once Upon a Time in Bollywood — Dance
and Fight (Feature Film). Mia and Me - The Hero of Centopia
also received the status of first animated Indo - German Co-
Production.

Processing of Domestic Applications - 45 domestic
applications (including those meant for filming in ASI
monuments and Railways) were received on the FFO portal
in FY 2020-21, including Hindi Feature Film Jersey, Badhaai
Do, Tejas, and TV show/series by Roy Kapur Production,
Punch Beat 2. FFO also facilitated the Tamil feature film
Soorarai Pottru starring the popular Tamil Star Suriya, by
way of expediting their No Objection Certificate (NOC)/
permission from the Indian Air Force (IAF).

Processing of Recce Applications - FFO received over 6
requests for facilitating location recce in various States. In
view of this, the FFO web portal has been further enhanced
with the introduction of a ‘Recce Application Form’for both
international and domestic applicants.

Compilation & Dissemination of COVID 19 Filming
Guidelines of the States — FFO worked with the States of
Madhya Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Manipur
and Rajasthan in helping them frame the post COVID 19
shooting guidelines for the respective states. COVID related
filming guidelines have also been framed by Andhra Pradesh,
Goa, Karnataka, Maharashtra and Telangana. These are
available in the home page of FFO web portal, viz. www.ffo.
gov.in as well as in their respective State pages.

Online Workshop/Session of State Nodal Officers with
Additional Secretary, Ministry of I&B — The FFO organized
an online Workshop/Session of the State Nodal Officers
with regards to integrating with the FFO Web Portal on 26th
August 2020 and to mobilize the States to take advantage of
single window facilitation system of the FFO in order to ease
filming in India and enhance India’s positioning in the global
market. The workshop saw participation of 25 States.

Economic Value added through International projects that
have filmed in India - The FFO gathered data on economic
value added through International projects that filmed in
India, since June 2016. This data was received informally
from Line Producers who executed the shooting of these
projects in India. The data collected from 67 projects reveals
that an amount of approximately ¥396.35 crores has been
spent in India towards production and over 28,000 people
were employed (including extras/supporting cast and crew)
in these productions.

Integration with 124 Indian Missions abroad in collaboration
with the Ministry of External Affairs (MEA) - As many as 124
Indian Missions/Posts appointed Nodal Officers for facilitation
of Film (F) Visa with the FFO logo/Film in India branding
hyperlinked to FFO web portal now available in these
missions. A page on ‘Applying for Visa’has been created on
the FFO portal, https://www.ffo.gov.in/en/permissions/fiim-
visa, with a hyperlink of www.indianvisaonline2gov.in on the
dashboard of the international filmmakers. Since 2016, the
issuance of 1100+ F Visas has been facilitated by the FFO
for the cast and crew of international projects.

Workshop with Ministry of Railways & CPROs regarding the
Railways Filming Application on FFO web portal - The FFO
organized a workshop with the CPROs of the Ministry of
Railways (MoR) regarding the Railways Filming Application
developed by the FFO on 30 December 2020 at Rail Bhawan,
New Delhi. The FFO gave a presentation of the system and
feedback was taken from the various CPROs/Zonal officers
present to make the system better.

FFO Web Portal Integration

+ Integration of FFO web portal with State Governments -

Efforts for Integration between the FFO and States with
functioning online system, in particular with the IT teams of
Maharashtra and Uttarakhand are underway. Discussions
were also held with teams of Jharkhand, Himachal Pradesh
and Andhra Pradesh.

+ Integration of FFO web portal with Central Government

agencies - The FFO met with Animal Welfare Board of
India (AWBI), to understand their existing website (ospar.
nic.in) and the online permission system for producers,
which is yet to be launched. FFO gave its feedback on how
producers’ registration may be done on the AWBI portal
and a detailed owner registration form may be required.
It was decided that integration with FFO would begin post
completion of the AWBI online application system.

International Outreach

+ Participation at International Film Markets - The FFO

participated in the 2020 edition of the Virtual Cannes Film
Market (Marche du Film) from 22 — 26 June online, in an
endeavor to continue its efforts to promote India as preferred
filming destination to global producers/production houses
with an advertising campaign as well as direct engagement
with key stakeholders. The FFO also leveraged the virtual
Virtual Toronto International Film Festival 2020 to meet
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with various international stakeholders to discuss possible
ways of collaborations and increasing international co-
productions, whilst sharing details on Government’s Film in
India initiative.

+ Meeting with International agencies — The FFO held

online meetings with AMC Networks, USA, an American
Entertainment company who showed an interest in co-
producing with India as well exploring India as a shooting
destination as well as with SPI Olsberg, UK a creative
industries strategy consultancy firm, who works extensively
with several Film Commissions/Government Agencies
across the globe and reached out to FFO in an effort to
understand the guidelines of filming across India in the
COVID 19 scenario.

k) Domestic Outreach

+ The FFO undertook an outreach campaign targeting

Producers’Associations and Film Chambers of Commerce
in an effort to motivate content makers to leverage FFO’s
single window facilitation mechanism. Online meetings
were held with domestic production houses such as Roy
Kapur Films, Ellipsis Entertainment Media LLP, Contiloe
Pictures, Netflix India etc. and emails/emailers were sent
to various associations, Film Chambers of Commerce
& domestic filmmakers highlighting FFO’s core value
proposition.

+ Participation in MFSCDC'’s discourse on M&E Policy for

Maharashtra on November 5-7, 2020 - The FFO highlighted
the Ministry of 1&B’s Film in India initiative targeting
international and domestic filmmakers and the need for
online integration between the Maharashtra Film Cell and
the FFO web portal with a view to ease filming in the State.

I) Leveraging Virtual Film Bazaar 2020 to promote FFO and

Indian locations to global and domestic filmmakers

+ Outreach efforts by FFO at Virtual Film Bazaar 2020 - The

FFO took a Virtual Office at Film Bazaar to particularly
showcase the domestic permission ecosystem of www.ffo.
gov.in, where producers were briefed on how to navigate
through permission from States/Central Government
Agencies.

+ FFO Sessions in Knowledge Series, Film Bazaar 2020 -

In an endeavor to create awareness of the FFO’s online
ecosystem and services rendered to domestic filmmakers
the FFO curated 2 special sessions in the Knowledge
Series namely, Filming in India — Leveraging the Film
Facilitation Office’s Online Ecosystem www.ffo.gov.
in and Shaping the Production Landscape in the New
Normal.

« State Participation at Online Film Bazaar 2020 with Film

Office - FFO organized participation of 5 Virtual State Film
Offices including Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh Maharashtra,
Uttar Pradesh and Uttarakhand at the Online Film Bazaar
with their respective 3D Film Offices with a view to showcase
their locations to various filmmakers from India and abroad.
The States were not only able to engage with each other
but also conduct meetings with various producers present
at Film Bazaar and market their locations to them. A session
on Maharashtra’s online single window permission system
was also organised.
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m) Enhancement of the FFO Web Portal - The FFO web
portal has been further enhanced with the introduction of
an online Recce Application form for both the international
and domestic applicants, that allows filmmakers to apply for
location recce permissions for any State in India. The FFO
has also added the list of Producers who have successfully
done co-productions with international filmmakers, along
with the list of Line producers who have executed 2 or more
international productions since 2016 on its web portal.

n) Regional Outreach - “Eastern India Sammelan” — Interaction
of the Film Fraternity with Hon’ble Minister of Information
& Broadcasting - The FFO organized the Eastern India
Sammelan at Kolkata on 22nd February 2021, to discuss
the filming related services delivered through the FFO, the
single window clearance and facilitation mechanism and
enhance the awareness of the Ministry of I1&B’s Film in India
initiative across India for domestic filmmakers. Acclaimed
filmmakers (Directors/Producers), Industry professionals
and thought leaders of the film fraternity as well as celebrities
from the Media & Entertainment industry were present for
the interaction.

o) Selection of the Most Film Friendly State (MFFS) 2019 -
An eminent jury chaired by filmmaker Shri Shaji Karun and
comprising of Shri Ravi Kottarakara, Smt. Manju Borah, Shri
Firdausul Hasan and Shri Abhishek Shah, recommended the
recipient of the Most Film Friendly State Award 2019 to the
State of Sikkim for the efforts undertaken by it to develop
Sikkim into a filming State despite their limited resources.

5. Cine Artistes Welfare of Fund of India (CAWFI)

a. The largest cine-artiste trust formed in the year 1991 is
administered and managed by the trustees duly appointed
by the NFDC Board

b. 5% of profits earned from the film Gandhi are contributed to
CAWFI every year

c. The main objective is to give financial assistance to yester
years Cine Artistes above 50 years of age who have fallen
on bad days and need financial support

d. For the Financial Year 2020-21, a total about 381 such cine
artistes have been provided pension @2,500/- per month.

6. Preview Theatre

NFDC in collaboration with Government of Tamil Nadu has
established a state of the art preview theatre and home theatre in
Chennai for screening of films for production companies, CBFC,
film industry associations, embassies, educational institutions,
corporate offices etc.. NFDC gives on hire its 81 seaters Preview
Theatre at Mumbai and 100 seaters Preview Theatre at Chennai,
for exhibition of films to various government/non-government
clients.

7. Skill Development Training

Objective: Identify, educate, train and develop youth, technicians,
and professionals through workshops and structured training
modules for vocational training and upgradation of skills of
practicing technicians and professionals in the film, media and
entertainment sector in India and create an interactive online
platform for the youth in the county to ensure adoption of ICT
(Information and Communication Technology) based learning
with current and future technology.
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Strength: Since 2003, the Chennai skill training department has
expanded its activities, introducing from one to around eight
types of courses in the field of media while also upgrading and
adopting various new technological inventions to provide skill
training for students and youth in order to provide unique and
special training in the field of media also NFDC has developed
a special curriculum for the various skill training programmes
it offers in both offline and online modes. The students are
taught through the online mode with interactive technique which
matches with real-time classroom environment.

The Chennai regional office’s skill training department put a lot of
effort to fill the gap in career development training for unemployed
youth, including Non Linear Editing, Graphic Design, Animation,
Cameraworks, Photography, VFX, Digital Intermediate Color
Correction, and Sound Editing courses.

The department has the capability of establishing a training
centre anywhere in the county, including tribal regions, as well as
an empanelled pool of talents who can deliver their knowledge in
the field of media and entertainment.

With the strong vision and committed work force, the skill training
department in Chennai continuously works towards growth of the
organization.

Achievements: Under the Skill India Mission the training division
in the Chennai Regional Office is conducting various media
related training programme for the unemployed youth in the
southern states where it has imparted short term training and
vocational courses to more than 17500 youth in the sphere of
Animation, Camera, Editing, Multimedia, Photography and
Audio Engineering. It is estimated that around 70% of youth
who have undergone this training programme have since found
employment in the industry.

Skill training is also provided to SC/STs and socially backward
classes, inclusion of women, minorities, and differently abled
persons by creating adequate employment opportunities in the
Media and Entertainment industry.

Students in state higher educational institutions are provided
vocational training in media through Rashtriya Uchchatar
ShikshaA bhiyan (RUSA), a Centrally Sponsored Scheme.

NFDC regional office at Chennai have received an work order
from Department for School Education, Tamil Nadu under the
“Samgraha Siksha” scheme to train around 11,120 school
students who are studying in 9th and 11th Standard at around
278 Government run schools across Tamil Nadu. The total
training fee of ¥3.15 crore has already parked in the NFDC bank
account.

i. Tamil Nadu Skill Development Corporation (TNSDC) —

sponsored scheme and Sustainable Industry Complaint
Employment (SICE) Training Scheme, around 7028
unemployed youth in Tamil Nadu were provided the training
in Editing, Multimedia, Animation, Digital Photography and
Camera operation courses.

ii. Differently Abled Persons Welfare (DAW) — NFDC has
offered vocational training to unemployed Differently Abled
Persons in Tamil Nadu as part of the Tamil Nadu state
Differently Abled Persons Welfare Department’s scheme to
empower them.

Tamil Nadu Police Department (TNPD) — NFDC, Chennai
have imparted the skill training in Digital Non Linear Editing,
Camera operation, Multimedia designing and Photography
for the police personals who are employed in social media
cell in Tamil Nadu Police Department.

Welfare of Transgender Community — NFDC, have
conducted placement linked skill development training in
media such as News Anchoring, Camera Operation, Digital
Editing, Digital Photography and Multimedia Designing for
the Transgender community in Andhra Pradesh with support
of Society for Employment Generation and Enterprise
Development, AP (SEEDAP).

Backward Classes and Most Backward Classes — NFDC
has offered skill training in the areas of editing, photography,
and multimedia for the benefit of applicants from the
backward classes (BC/MBC).

Tamil Nadu Adi Dravidar Housing Development
Corporation (TADHCO) — NFDC has given vocational
training for Schedule Caste and Schedule Tribes in the
media through this scheme.

Tamil Nadu Minorities Economic Development
Corporation (TAMCO) - Under this scheme, minorities
candidates in Tamil Nadu (Muslim, Christian, Sikkhs
and Jains) were trained in 3D Animation, Digital Editing,
Multimedia, Photography, Videography and Audio
Engineering. So far around 384 minorities candidates were
received the skill training in media.

Private Candidates — Apart from Government sponsored
Skill Training, the candidates who are non eligible candidates
like other states candidates have received the skill training
on payment of fees category.

NFDC has signed a MoU with National Handicapped
Finance Development Corporation (NHFDC) for providing
skill training in media for the benefit of differently abled
persons.

In collaboration with “National Institute for Empowerment
of Persons with Multiple Disabilities” NFDC provided skill
training in Multimedia for differently abled persons at
NIEPMD, Muttukaadu, Chennai.

National Backward Classes Finance Development
Corporation (NBCFDC) - Apart from state sponsored
schemes for the skill training, NFDC have proposed and
received the work order from NBCFDC (centrally sponsored
scheme) for imparting skill training for 200 BC and EWS
candidates in Editing and Graphic Design.

National Backward Classes Finance Development
Corporation (NBCFDC) — To provide the equal opportunity
in skill training for the transgender community in Tamil Nadu,
NFDC proposed courses such as Non Linear Editing and
Camera Operation for providing exclusive skill training
to the Transgender Community in TN and the course are
sponsored by NBCFDC. During the year we have received
a work order from NBCFDC for providing skill training for
50 Transgender community with total project cost of 310.10
Lakhs.

NFDC has signed a Memorandum of Agreement with the
Andhra Pradesh State Skill Development Corporation
(APSSDC) with a robust model for training & certification in 3
cities in Vijayawada, Visakhapatnam & Tirupati in the state of
Andhra Pradesh with adherence & alignment to the National
Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF).
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xiv. Also, NFDC has signed a MoU with Madhya Pradesh State
Skill Development Mission (MPSSDM) for providing skill
development training for the unemployed youth in Madhya
Pradesh. Initially around 1080 candidates will be trained
annually, which could be increased up to a maximum of 2160
candidates annually going forward, depending on demand.

Having a strong commitment to the development of the Media
and Entertainment Sector, NFDC could also play an appropriate
role in fulfilling the skill development mission of the Government
of India in this Sector across India, by creating reliable Training
Partners, Development of Centres of Excellence (CoE),
conducting training of trainers and providing credible certification
for Industry absorption.

Online Skill Training—NFDC has extended its Skill development-
training programme through online platform to reach out to
the entire Nation and Abroad. There are high demand for the
skilled technicians in the field of Non Linear Editing, Digital
Intermediate Color Correction, VFX and Digital Still Photography
and Multimedia and NFDC is offering these programmes through
online and offline platform.

8. Lok Sabha Satellite Television

NFDC is supplying Award Winning Films in Indian Regional
Languages with English Subtitles to LSTV since 2007. These
films are telecast on the basis of National Award, State Award,
Indian Panorama, International Film Festivals. An agreement is
renewed every year between LSTV and NFDC. These films are
shown on royalty basis.

9. Commissioned Production

NFDC Chennai offers its services to various State and Central
Government departments for producing and executing 360 -
degree Audio Visual communication requirements like TV Spots/
Commercials, Short Films, Documentaries, Radio Jingles,
Coffee Table Books and Look Books, Brochures, Corporate
Films, Translation and Voiceover, Foreign Language Subtitling

Social media platform provides possibilities of exploitation for
creating digital content

10. Film Restoration

Film Restoration forms an important component of film
preservation and this has not been addressed in India until
now, except in a piece-meal manner by some institutions
under the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting and by
private entrepreneurs. Restoration involves in-depth research
of material, followed by retrieval, repair and preservation of
elements of a film work for the purpose of saving that work.
Reconstruction is the next stage of restoration of which the goal
is the recreation of the film from different elements of the original
version of the film work.

Restoration is the act of returning the film to a version most faithful
to its initial release to the public and often involves combining
various fragments of film elements.

11. Digital Media

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Notes on Accounts

Note — 1. Corporate Information

National Film Development Corporation Limited (“the Company”)
is a Government company domiciled in India and incorporated
under the provisions of the Companies Act, 1956. The Company
is engaged in production, distribution, development and
promotion of films, including feature and audio-visual films,
media campaigns and film facilitation office. The Company has
its Head Office in Mumbai and Regional offices at New Delhi,
Chennai and Kolkata.

The Company was set up with the objective to plan, promote
and organize an integrated and efficient development of the film
industry in accordance with the national economic policy and
objectives laid down by the Central Government from time to
time. Over the years, NFDC has funded/produced more than 300
films in twenty Indian languages.

Note — 2. Significant Accounting Policies

A. Basis of Accounting and use of Estimates.

i. Financial statements are prepared under the historical cost
convention, on accrual basis of accounting in accordance
with the accounting principles generally accepted in India,
including the Accounting Standards specified under section
133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”) read with rule 7
of the Companies (Accounts) Rule, 2014.

ii. The preparation of financial statements, in conformity
with generally accepted accounting principles requires
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect
the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure
of contingent liabilities at the date of the financial statements
and the Revenue and Expenditure of operations during the
end of the reporting period. Although these estimates are
based upon the management’s best knowledge of current
events and actions, actual results could differ from these
estimates.

B. Recognition of Revenue and related expenses

B.1 Amortization of cost of —
Films, prints, TV rights, own production of films, taken over
films and Corporation’s share in co-production of films.

B.1.1 Where the film is ready for release for exhibition on
Commercial basis before the close of the financial year, the
entire cost of production/acquisition of the films is charged
to the Statement of Profit and Loss. Where the film is
completed but not ready for release during the year, the
entire cost of production/acquisition is shown as inventory.

B.2 Cost of production of Indian Television serials/acquired
programme and films purchased for TV rights are charged
off in the financial year in which the first telecast of such
films/serials takes place or in the financial year, in which
the rights expired, whichever is earlier.
B.3 Rights in films for distribution through Television acquired
by the Company wherein no telecast is made are accounted
as advance to the extent of the amounts paid thereof. No
provision is made for the unpaid acquisition price thereof,
since actual liability shall arise only in the event of telecast
as per terms of the agreement.

Interest on loans for Films and Purchase of Equipment/
Construction of theatres is accrued and accounted in the
income only to the extent equal to principal amount and no
further credits are recognized thereafter unless the same is
actually realized.

Revenue and Expense in respect of Media Campaigns
released on behalf of various ministries/clients are
recognized in the year in which the related advertisement
or commercial spots are telecast/broadcast/appear before
the public and in respect of which necessary intimation is
received by the agency from the channel/theatre/website
for successful telecast/broadcast. Campaigns commencing
in a financial year and concluding in next financial year are
recognized in the respective financial years on the basis of
advertisement or commercial spots telecasted/broadcasted
during that year.

Revenue and Expense in respect of Non-Feature Films
produced during the year on behalf of various ministries/
clients are not recognized until the goods have been
formally accepted by the client or the client has done an
act adopting the transaction.

The funds received from the Government of India for Film
Production in various Indian languages and the expenditure
incurred up to year end out of the same is shown on net
basis under other long term liabilities in the Balance Sheet.
The actual expenditure incurred on production of films in
various Indian languages that are incomplete at the year
end and to the extent certified by Chartered Accountants
is shown as Inventory. The amount received and the
expenditure incurred on production of respective films is
shown as Income and Expenditure respectively when the
Film is ready for release. The Company accounts for its
income by way of Production Fee at 10% of the cost of
production of such films when the film is ready for release.

Income from Service Projects is recognized on Accrual
basis.

The Company has received funds from Ministry of
Information and Broadcasting, Government of India
for setting up of Film Facilitation Office (FFO). The
company will be paid compensation at the rate of 7% on
expenditure incurred for setting up of Film Facilitation
Office. The Company has accounted the revenue based on
expenditure incurred plus the service charge and disclosed
the same under the head revenue from operation and the
total expenses incurred has been disclosed under the head
operating expenditure in the Statement of Profit and Loss.
The funds received from ministry is shown on net basis
under other long term liabilities in the Balance Sheet and
any funds receivable from ministry is shown under Short
term loans and advances.

C. Fixed Assets and Depreciation/Amortization

C.1

C.2

Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition or
construction less accumulated depreciation/amortization
and impairment losses. Cost of acquisition or construction
is inclusive of freight, duties, taxes, incidental expenses
relating to acquisition, cost of installation/erection,
attributable interest and financial cost till such time assets
are ready for its intended use.

Depreciation on assets has been provided on the “Written
Down Value” based on useful life of the assets as prescribed
under of Schedule Il of the Companies Act, 2013 unless
otherwise stated below.
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C.3 Leasehold land is amortized over the period of lease.

C.4 Depreciation in respect of audio—visual technical
equipment’s under the head Plant and Machinery has been
provided on the Straight Line Method.

C.5 Depreciation on tangible fixed assets is charged upto 95%
of capitalized value, retaining the balance 5% as salvage
value as per the Act.

C.6 Intangible assets are amortized over the period of 5 years.

C.7 Depreciation has been provided on pro-rata basis from the
date of addition/upto the date of sale as the case may be.

C.8 Completed films for which rights have not been sold out are
valued at a nominal value of ¥1/- each.

D. Impairment of Assets

In accordance with Accounting Standard 28 (AS 28) “Impairment
of Assets,” where there is an indication of impairment of the
Company’s assets, the carrying amounts of the Company’s
assets are reviewed at each balance sheet date to determine
whether there is any impairment based on internal/external
factors. An impairment loss, if any, is recognized in the Statement
of Profit and Loss, wherever the carrying amount of an asset
exceeds its estimated recoverable amount. The recoverable
amount of the assets is estimated at its net selling price or its
value in use, whichever is higher. In assessing the value in use,
the estimated future cash flows are discounted to the present
value at the weighted average cost of capital. After impairment,
depreciation is provided on the revised carrying amount of the
assets over its remaining useful life. Previously recognized
impairment loss is further provided or reversed depending on
changes in circumstances.

E. Foreign Currency Transactions

Transactions in foreign exchange are accounted for at the date
of transaction. Foreign currency monetary items of assets &
liabilities are reported using exchange rates prevailing at the
close of the year and exchange difference arising there from
is charged/credited to the Statement of Profit and Loss.

H. Taxation

Provision for current tax is made after taking into consideration
benefit admissible under the provisions of Income Tax Act, 1961.
Deferred tax resulting “timing differences” between book and
taxable profit is accounted for using the tax rates and laws that
have been enacted or substantively enacted as on the balance
sheet date. Deferred tax asset is recognized and carried forward
only to the extent that there is a virtual certainty that the asset will
be realized in future.

J. Employee Benefits

1) Defined Contribution Plan

2) Defined Benefit Plan

Company’s liabilities towards gratuity, long term compensated
absences are considered as Defined Benefit Plans. The
present value of the obligations under such Defined Benefit
Plans are determined based on actuarial valuation using the
projected unit credit method, which recognizes each period
of service as giving rise to an additional unit of employee
benefit entitiement and measures each unit separately to
build up the final obligation. Actuarial gains and losses are
recognized immediately in the Statement of Profit and Loss.
The obligation is measured at the present value of estimated
future cash flows using a discount rate that is determined
by reference to market yields at the balance sheet date on
Government securities.

K. Leases

Lease transactions under operating lease are recognized as
an expense or Income in the Statement of Profit and Loss on a
straight-line basis over the lease term.

L. Provisions and Contingencies

Provisions are liabilities that can be measured only by using
substantial degree of estimation. These are reviewed at
each balance sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current
management estimates. Contingent liability is disclosed in
case of possible obligation where the probability of outflow of
resources is not certain or where reliable estimate of the amount
of obligation cannot be made.

As per MOU signed between Doordarshan and NFDC,
Doordarshan had been sourcing films from NFDC for telecast
on DD-1 and DD India since 1980 to 2008. There were certain
deductions made by Doordarshan from the amounts due to
NFDC. Attempts have been made to recover the amounts due
and necessary documents were also shared with DD as per
their requirement. Since both the media units, i.e. Doordarshan
& NFDC are under the administrative control of Ministry of
Information & Broadcasting, it was decided to resolve the issues
through arbitration. The Ministry of Information & Broadcasting
vide letter dated 17.05.2019 informed that the competent
authority has approved the appointment of Shri Ajay Mittal, ex-
Secretary, M/o I&B as sole arbitrator to resolve the long pending
dispute.

December 2019 wherein senior officers from NFDC and Prasar
Bharati were present. After a brief discussion,it was decided
that both the parties will sit together and reconcile outstanding
dues and exchange relevant documents for timely settlement.
Accordingly NFDC team had detailed discussion with concerned
officials of Film section DGDD and explained each and every
clause of MOU to resolve discrepancies in bills and payments
and also given all the required documents including revised
claim after reconciliation, copies of invoices, details of recoveries
and other documents in justification on same day.

Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements

Qualified Opinion

We have audited the accompanying Financial Statements of
National Film Development Corporation Limited (“the Company”),
which comprise the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2021, the
Statement of Profit and Loss, and Statement of Cash Flows
for the year then ended, and notes to the financial statements,
including a summary of significant accounting policies and other
explanatory information.

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to
the explanations given to us, except for the possible effects of the
matter described in the Basis of Qualified Opinion section of our
report, the aforesaid Financial Statements give the information
required by the Act in the manner so required and give a true and
fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally
accepted in India, of the state of affairs of the Company as at
March 31, 2021, its profit, and its cash flows for the year ended
on that date.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

(a) The Balances in Sundry Debtors, Loans and Advances,
Deposits and Current Liabilities including few balances in
respect of Income Tax, Service Tax and GST are subject to
confirmation, reconciliation and consequential adjustment,
if any, on the reconciliation. The financial impact, if any, is
unascertained. (Refer Note 26)

(b) No provision is made in respect of deposit of ¥30 Lacs
placed with three parties in 1991 which are secured against
mortgage of certain immovable properties. These parties
have not refunded the deposits and the relevant securities
are not liquidated. The Company has initiated arbitration
proceedings against the parties for recovery of deposits
and Arbitration awards have been made in favour of the
Company in March 2007 for two parties for recovery of
deposit of ¥18 Lacs, however still the payments have not
been recovered due to pending proceedings in High Court.
For the balance amount of 312 Lacs arbitration proceedings
are still continuing. (Refer Note No 35)

(c) The company is making provision for bad and doubtful debt
for any debts outstanding for more than 3 years, in respect
to non-government debtors as a regular practice. The
total trade receivables of ¥61,15,99,052/-(net of provision)
includes debtors for a sum of ¥35,21,42,178 pertaining to
government department/agencies which are outstanding for
the period more than 3 years and these were considered
good by the company, and for which no provision is being
made; further, there is an on-going dispute with Door-
Darshan on recoverability (The Central Government has
appointed an arbitrator to resolve the dispute) of dues, yet
as a practice, no provision is being made by the company.
The fact that debts are outstanding for more than 3 years
and response from government debtors is not positive to
indicates the willingness to pay such debts, therefore the
company needs to adopt a policy for making such provisions
in respect to such government debts and a realistic
presentation of recoverables should be made. In absence of,
any concrete outcome of correspondence with such debtors,
so as to show the quantum and time by which such debts
shall be paid, we are unable to quantify the amount of such
provision to be made.

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(d) Note 16 short term loans and advances includes Service Tax/
GST Paid which consists of GST paid on advances received
and GST Input Credit. It was observed that the GST Input
Credit as per books is not reconciled with the GST Returns
and project-wise details of GST paid on advance received is
not available. Similarly, it was further observed that several
Input Credits pertaining to the purchases against which the
payments have not been made to the vendors within 6 months
have not been reversed as per the GST rules. However, as
informed to us by the management, the Company is in the
process of reconciliation and measurement of the correct
GST Input Credit and GST on actual advances which are
yet outstanding. In absence of complete reconciliation, we
are unable to ascertain the financial impact and quantify the
amount of provision, if any.
